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Construction Update  

Scottish Water is nearing completion in the 
construction of the new Glencorse Water 
Treatment Works. Once completed later this 
year the works will deliver clearer, fresher 
drinking water to customers across Edinburgh 

and parts of Midlothian. 

Senior Project Manager Kenny Naylor is over-
seeing the £130million construction  

programme: 

òOur water treatment works at Fairmilehead 
and Alnwickhill have served the city well for 
more than a century now; however they are 
growing beyond their operational usefulness. It 
has therefore been necessary to replace them 
with a state of the art facility, capable of meeting 

the demands of the 21
st

 century. 
 

Once completed our Glencorse works will 
blend seamlessly into the Pentland Hills, unseen 
by passers-by. The facility has the largest grass 
roof in Scotland cus-
tom grown by turfing 
specialists to match 
the grasses and wild 
flowers found natu-
rally in the Pentland 
Hills. This will provide 
a rich, bio-diverse 
habitat for a number 
of indigenous spe-
cies.ó 

 

The construction 
team worked closely 
with communities 
throughout Edinburgh 
and the Lothians in the site selection and plan-
ning process. The consultation to select a site 
was the largest such effort ever undertaken by 
Scottish Water. The construction team has 
since maintained an ôopen doorõ policy with the 
landowners neighbouring the site. 

 

Regional Community Manager, Bill Elliot insists 
the strong bonds established over the last few 
years will continue: 

 

òWe have maintained regular engagement with 
customers both neighbouring the construction 
site, and those on the route of our pipeline. The 
path of which was specifically chosen to mini-
mise disruption, while winding its way through 

the Midlothian countryside. We will continue to 
speak to the many communities involved in the 
project as we progress towards completion 

later this year and beyond.ó 

Pipeline Connection  

With the construction programme nearing 
completion, the focus is also being maintained 
on the final stages of the pipeline which will 
connect the new water treatment works to 
Scottish Waterõs existing network at Fairmile-
head and Alnwickhill. 

 

Lynsey Tweedl ie ,  
Project Manager for 
the pipeline construc-
tion phase of the pro-

ject said: 

òThe water main was a 
world first in pipeline 
production. This bur-
rowed under one of 
Scotlandõs busiest 
roads, the Edinburgh 
City Bypass, without 
disturbing the thou-
sands of drivers using 
the route each day. It 

has been necessary of late however, to com-
plete investigations on the existing trunk mains 
in Biggar Road. This 12 month programme of 
work on the road is necessary to provide us 
with a clearer picture of the condition of the 
large trunk mains which lie beneath this busy 
route. 

 

We have been working closely with the City of 
Edinburgh Council Roads Department to ensure 
disruption is kept to a minimum during this es-
sential work. We have also been working within 
the grounds of our own site at Fairmilehead to 
make key connections within the water net-
work. Parking within the facility has been

carefully managed to ensure that staff parking 
didnõt spill over into the neighbouring streets. 
We constructed additional temporary parking 
and introduced a car share scheme to encour-
age a reduction in vehicle numbers and carbon 
use.ó 

 

Development of Fairmilehead Site  

Aside from the project, locals will be interested 
in the future of the Fairmilehead Water Treat-
ment Works site. Scottish Water will maintain a 
presence in Fairmilehead, retaining one of our 

main offices and car parking facilities in the area. 

Our Water Treatment Works will therefore 
become redundant and we are required under 
Scottish Government rules to promote them 
for disposal and to seek to obtain the maximum 
price on their sale. A 12-week consultation 
process involving the local community ended in 
November 2010, with planning permission in 
principle granted on 8th  June 2011. This was for 
the development of up to 300 homes, in accor-
dance with the councilõs Local Plan allocation. 
Land and Property Development Manager, 
Archie MacGregor said: 

 

òScottish Water will now undertake an exercise 
to identify a suitable development partner. We 
are progressing the next stage of the pro-
gramme. This is to prepare and submit a de-
tailed scheme with plans showing access design, 
housing layout, house types and landscaping. It is 
expected to take between 9 months to a year 
to select a development partner and then to 
produce a detailed scheme.ó
